Progressionism and reformism

1 ― Progressionism and reformism
1. Progressionism
The progression means the movement ahead. That directly means the improvement of the social system according to the movement taken by the historical development. Thus, progressionism is a reform of the political system to carry out the independent nation. In other words, it is a question of reforming the current regime. This regime is at the same time a system subordinate to the foreign force and a democratic system violated by the external forces and by making the regime build on national independence, the democracy for the people and the national union. Independence, the democracy and the national union have a revolutionary reach, but these principles represent also progressionism.
The revolution is to realize the independent nation. National independence is an expression in the broad sense and the independence of the people is an expression in the narrow sense. The people are at the same the unit of the national classes and a progressive movement force. There are various stages for carrying out the independent nation: the end of the national discrimination, the abolition of the differences in classes, then differences between the classes and works. We call the duty to solve national discrimination the completion of the independence of the nation.
Some people restrict the significance of the progressive evolution to that of the socialist revolution. In general, we consider progress as that of the socialist revolution whose people become the master, of national sovereignty on the one hand, and of the means of production on the other hand. However, the history develops dialectically and it is essential for the subordinate society to carry out national independence. The division of Korea into the North and the South, the history of the other countries show that the realization of national independence is fundamental to carry out the independence of the people and the abolition of class distinctions.
The fundamental paradox, which determines the birth, the development and the dispersion of the South Korean society, is the national paradox and the paradox of the classes. If we miss one of these two paradoxes, we cannot determine the South Korean society any more. Between them two, the national paradox determines that of the classes. For that reason, the character of subordination determines that of the South Korean society. For this purpose, it would be at first necessary to solve the national paradox before the paradox of the classes.
The progressive force indicates the classes and the social stratum, which are a part of progressionism. In South Korea, the working class and the peasant class, the progressive intellectuals, youth and the students are the progressive forces. They play a decisive role to carry out the independent nation. They are thus identical to the progressive force. We call them also national democratic forces.

Forces being able to help the revolutionary movement also exist in the South Korean society, which is subordinate capitalist. The middle-class, the intellectuals, the patriotic capitalists take part in it. In spite of the limits of their class, they always hesitate to choose between the revolution and the anti-revolution. Nevertheless, with regard to the revolution against national discrimination, they link together and play an important role in the same way that the social forces which are the driving force of this movement. It is thus in the broad sense that these forces of support also belong to the progressive class.

The concept of anti-American progressionism is in fact the repetition of a significance of the progressive change. For that reason, this one indicates already independence, the democracy and the national union. However, we employ this word in certain cases in order to insist on the anti-Americanism meaning or to put it in opposition with the concept of “pro-American conservatism”. The anti-American progressive force is thus the progressive force. It should notice that as for the words like “force”, “capacity”, “line”, “camp”, they indicate all the same group and thus there are few differences between them. I.e. we do not employ them exclusively to indicate a class or a social stratum. The progressive “force” thus indicates the progressive “capacity” and the progressive “line”, even the progressive “camp".
2. Conservatism
Conservatism means to maintain in the same state. It is against the reform of the current social regime, which however violates the independent nation. In Korea, conservatism thus means the refusal of independence, the democracy and the reunification, i.e. that wants to maintain the subordinate mode to the foreign force, which violates the democracy of the people and maintains the division of Korea. Independence, the democracy, national union: since they mean all the three the revolution, conservatism and the anti-revolution, they have the same significance. Those who are not in favor of progressionism: they are conservative. Those who are not in favor of the revolution are anti-revolutionists.
The conservative force indicates the class and the social stratum, specific to the conservatives. In South Korea, the conservative force is the dominant class. The balance of force between classes in a society divides between the dominant force and the dominated force according to the possession of the governmental capacity or of the means of production. There are no other forces only that dominant and dominated. Then, what is the “third force” (which we can also call the middle-class)? The third force is not between the dominant force and the dominated force. It is simply also the dominated force.
The domination is a political concept and the profit is an economic concept. The force, which directs the national sovereignty, is the dominant force and the force, which does not have the means of production, is the dominated force. By the way, the South Korean patriotic capitalist, who positions in top of the third force, is politically the dominated force and economically the dominant force because it does not have governmental capacity, but only economic capacity. If we thus see the statute of the patriotic capitalist who does not have any political power, we can easily imagine how much the force of the statute of the middle-class or that of the intellectual is weak.

Therefore, in South Korea, the dominated force divided itself into two forces: the workers and the third force. These two forces have the same idea as for the reform of the current regime, since they do not have the governmental capacity. The third force is thus a driving force of the revolution. However, with regard to the real notion of the revolution, it takes a statute of support force and carries out simply the secondary tasks. The need for the front of the reunification emerges because of the differences of role and statute between the worker and the third force. The third force is for the workers a means for the front of the reunification.
As in the concept of conservatism, there is the subordination, the anti-democracy and the refusal of the national union, the concept of “pro-American conservative” is a repetition of the same significance because, as for subordination, it directly means “pro-American”. Nevertheless, we employ these expressions in order to insist on a significance of this character “pro-American”, or to put it in opposition with “anti-progressionism”. The pro-American conservative force is thus the conservative force. The pro-American conservative force divides between the pro-American conservative force and the pro-American reformist force. In South Korea, the pro-American conservative force is part of the pro-American fascistic force and the pro-American reformist force belongs to the pro-American middle-class force.

In South Korea, the working class and the middle-class are only in competition for the right to govern. The leading class of the revolution against national class-feeling can become the working class as far as the middle-class. The revolt of March 1, 1919 was a failure after the attempt to launch in Korea (Chosŏn) a revolution, by which the national middle-class would be directed. In fact, the working class carried out the Chosŏn revolution and they develop that by the benefit of the front of the national reunification where the working class and the national middle-class join.
The pro-American middle-class’s political power is very weak in South Korea for that reason that its’ economic capacity is very weak, because of the subordinate character of the Korean society and of the fascistic military regime during 30 years. The pro-American middle-class reformists governments (Kim Dae-jung, Roh Moo-hyun), after an interim period of the Kim Young-Sam government, fully did not exert their powers because of their subordination and their own weaknesses, just as they could not apply their own revolutionary policies. It is thus necessary that the anti-American revolutionary force impregnate the anti-American reformist force and the pro-American conservative force.
3 – Reformism
The reform is a progressive change. The revolution and the reform are not by nature different in the sense of changing the current regime. If there were a fine difference, it would be of method and of speed. The revolution is a radical change at high speed whereas the reform is a progressive change. The real revolution methodologically includes the reform like a tactical stage and the real reform aims at the revolution like a strategic stage. From this point of view, the significances of the revolution and reform are the same ones.

If we defined the unification of the oppositions and the rules of struggle in the context of the unification instead of the struggle, we would make an error of the right wing. There is the ideological base of the revisionism. The revisionism makes an error at the same time since it tries to reconcile the paradoxical and opposite relations, as it rejects the fundamental revolution of the social system. In this regard, the revisionist tactics are reformist tactical measurements for the revolution. It is authentic because it produces the strategic objective. The revisionist tactics can run on the revolutionary strategy although the revisionism rejects the revolutionary strategy. The acceptance of the revisionism is of the right wing and the refusal of this will be of left wing.

The reformist force indicates the class and the social stratum, which support the reform. The reformist force can be a progressive force (the revolutionary force) or the conservative force (anti-revolutionist). The reformist force is distinct from the reformist force at the base and the reformist force in top. In the subordinated society, the reformist force at the base (the reformist activist force) is a driving force of the revolution and it belongs to the progressive force in the broad sense, because it aims as ultimate goal the democracy, the independence and the national union. Therefore, the reformist force in top is a reformist governmental force if the pro-American middle-class reformist government seizes the power. The reformist activist force is a progressive force (in the broad sense) and the reformist governmental force is a conservative force. The reformist activist force is thus for the progressive force the objective of alliance (in the face of the reunification) and reformist governmental force is an objective of the struggle (the revolutionary movement).

The reformist militant force means the citizen movement force as a force aiming to the reform. On the other hand, the reformist governmental force indicates the pro-American middle-class reformist force, which seized the power under the control of the United States. In a subordinated society, we cannot seize the political power without being the force subordinate in all connections. The current reformist governmental force formed the driving force of the revolution in the past. Joining under the fascistic military regime the progressive force (forming the force of the national democracy), it formed a front of the reunification (the antifascist democratic front). Nevertheless, to date, the anti-American progressive force and the pro-American reformist force became adversaries since the latter becomes the substitute of dominant for the United States and it follows the pro-American policy.

The current reformist governmental force cannot carry out the veritable reform because the real reform is based on independence and it aims at the progress and the revolution. The successive governments since Kim Young-Sam, while passing through Kim Dae-jung to Roh Moo-hyun, show the limits of the middle-class reform. In South Korea, the reform of the pro-American middle-class reformist government is not a reformist tactic, but a revisionist tactic. From this same point of view, the middle-class reformist government is not, to be exact, a reformist government, but at the same times a reformist government and a revisionist government.
However, the former governments (Kim Dae-jung, Roh Moo-hyun) have a characteristic, which is the friendly co-operation. Under the fascistic military regime, the middle-class reformist force had made it possible to form with the progressive force an antifascist democratic front, and the friendly co-operation of the reformist governmental force made it possible to form with the North Korean regime a national front under the pro-American middle-class reformist force. Thus, the South Korean progressive force can fight against the reformist governmental force only if the government of South Korea and North Korea already made the national front. Therefore, it has proposed the tactical co-operation between the progressive force and the reformist governmental force instead of its combat for the reunification.

4 – Reactionary conservatism 
Reactionary conservatism means the regress. It is against the current sense of the History and is opposed to the social system improvement. The conservative wants to keep the subordinated regime, the anti-democratic regime and the regime against the reunification. Thus, it rejects the revolution for independence, the democracy and the national union. It is reactionary and anti-revolutionist.

In South Korea, reactionary conservatism is the equivalent of extreme and fascistic conservatism. Historically, the Rhee Syng-man government was an extremist government. The governments Park Chung-hee, Chun Doo-hwan and Roh Tae-woo were fascistic military governments, and the Kim Young-Sam government was a pro-American conservative government, resulting from the pro-American middle-class reformist force. The current pro-American conservative force is the successor of the forces of extreme right wing and that of the remainder of the fascistic military force. In the same way, it is the direct successor of the pro-American middle-class force. The fascistic force of the South Korean society is not from that. The outside introduced it because the fascistic force of the Korean society did not appear in the subordinated monopoly stage, but in the stage of the subordinate comprador government stage. From this point of view, we employ the concept of subordinate fascistic force.

Reactionary conservative force is executive and the fascistic regime is an objective condition. If the reactionary conservative force is dismantled, the fascistic regime will follow it and in its fall then the whole of the conservative force. The fascistic regime divides between legislative fascistic regime, which promulgate texts like “the National Security Law”, and organic fascistic regime setting up institutions like “the National Intelligence Service”. The ideological base of the subordinate fascistic regime, introduced by the external force, is the anticommunism and anti-North Korea. As a result, it cannot any more be maintained since the post-war cold period and the June 15 Joint Declaration. The democratic reformist parliament would naturally destroy the reactionary conservative force and the fascistic regime if it were set up.

In general, we employ conservatism instead of reactionary conservatism. This concept in the broad sense includes the concept of reactionary conservatism and that of progressionism. In a concrete case, the “Grand National” party and the “Uri” party are both of the pro-American conservative parties. More precisely, the “Grand National” party is a reactionary pro-American conservative party and the “Uri” party is a pro-American reformist party. If the reformist force is considered as a modern right-wing force (reactionary conservatism), the reactionary conservative force is a fascistic force of the right-wing party (extremist conservatism).

Thus, the direction of the “reform in conservatism” does not mean the real reform, but the revisionist reform. The revisionist government is a pro-American conservative government and there is no significant difference with the pro-American reactionary conservative government, put besides its reformist characteristic and its friendly co-operation through the June 15 Joint Declaration. Even if the pro-American conservative government is for the progressive force an object of fight, the friendly co-operation government is for the North-Korean government an object of co-operation. The progressive force controls the level of the struggle against the pro-American conservative government according to the condition placed between the North-Korean government and the friendly co-operation government.
In South Korea, the pro-American reactionary conservative force is a force opposed to the North Korea. Since it is opposed to the North Korea, there is neither reform, nor friendly co-operation. The pro-American conservative force rejects even the June 15 Joint Declaration. It is thus an antinational force and anti-reunification. It occupies a primary position and plays a decisive role within the conservative force. The pro-American reactionary conservative force is the leading force within the pro-American conservative force and the pro-American reformist force is a supporting force. Consequently, if the Pro-American reactionary conservative force has destroyed, the pro-American conservative force would be lost and disorientated.

2 ― progressist and reformist
1 ― Democracy
Progress and the revolution consist for us in independence, the democracy and the national union. Thereafter, independence and the national union realize national independence at the national level. The democracy carries out the independence of the people at the regional level. In that, independence, the democracy and the national union are equivalent each one of them to national independence, the democracy for the people and the reunification. In their strategic objective, they aim to realize the national independence (withdrawal of the American soldiers), to install an independent democratic government and to reunify our nation independently and peacefully.
The achievement of national independence by the withdrawal of the American soldiers is a major condition for the installation of a democratic and "independent" government and the realization of the peaceful and “independent” national union. Thus, our guiding line is in priority independence. For this reason, we add the qualitative word "independent" to the “democratic government” and the “peaceful national union”. Only the national union carries out a “independent" democracy. This one means independence indeed. Only independence therefore accomplishes the real democracy in South Korea. In this context, the real democracy is the independent democracy.
We call Independent democratic as a force, which aims to the independent democracy. The two large currents of the South Korean forces are the independent democratic force and the subordinate pro-democratic force. The subordinate pro-democratic force indicates the force, which is subordinated to the United States, and, nevertheless, governs the people. The subordinate pro-democratic force is a force, which replaced it but remains subordinate to the American policy to control the South Korean society.

The independent democratic force is distinct from the patriotic force for the reunification. The independent democratic force is a force for independence and the democracy, and the patriotic force for the reunification is a force for the independence and the reunification of Korea. The first is the driving force of the movement for the revolution and the second is the driving force of the movement for the reunification. The movements for independence and reunification lean on the re-establishment of national independence on the national level. The independent democratic force and the patriotic force for the reunification are by nature identical. In this regard, we call them democratic forces for the reunification.
2 – Democratic reform
The democratic general reform and the democratic national reform make up the democratic reform. The democratic general reform is included in the concept of middle-class democratic reform, and the democratic national reform get involved in the principle of the proletarian democratic national reform. The main objective of the general democratic reform consists in removing what remains of military fascism like the National Security Law; the main objective of the democratic national reform consists in challenging the monopoly of the means of the production and aims to the anti-monopoly democratic reform. This is why we call also democratic national reform the anti-monopoly democratic reform.

The movement for the democratic reform is a movement for the democracy. The democratic reform is an objective and the movement for the democracy is the movement, which achieves it. That movement is to be able for the democracy and means of its execution. Owing to the fact that the democratic reform divides between the democratic general reform and the democratic national reform, it is necessary to distinguish the movement for the anti-fascist democracy and the movement for the anti-monopoly democracy. In South Korea, the movement for the anti-fascist democracy fought during 30 years after the coup d’état de Park Chung-hee, military fascist. This movement makes its way towards the fight for the anti-monopoly democracy after 1990 while adapting to the social and political change.  

Today, the objectives of the democratic general reform and the anti-monopoly democratic reform have mixed each other in South Korea. Indeed, the remainders of military Fascism being always present, the democratic general reform does not comes true yet. On this subject, the democratic general reform is a tactical objective and the anti-monopoly democratic reform is a strategic objective. Moreover, one considers the anti-monopoly democratic reform like the main objective when the society and the policy evolved. It is in that are distinguished the democratic general reform and the anti-monopoly democratic reform. The anti-monopoly democratic reform implies, in a certain number of cases, the democratic general reform. For the same reason, the movement for the anti-monopoly democracy integrates in its objectives the abolition of the National Security Law 

The government carries out the democratic reform. The pro-American middle-class reformist government can carry out the democratic general reform, which is a characteristic of the middle-class reform. Only the independent democratic government can carry out the anti-monopoly democratic reform. On this subject, it is the people, which carry out the movement of the democracy and the anti-fascist movement for the democracy, which lead indeed to the democratic general reform. The anti-monopoly movement for the democracy carries out the anti-monopoly democratic reform. The anti-monopoly democratic reform is executable if an independent democratic government install there whereas the anti-monopoly movement for the democracy can exist before. The anti-monopoly movement for the democracy is then about to actively develop.

It is necessary that the democratic reformist parliament be trained so that the democratic general reform can come true. The current pro-American middle-class reformist government cannot implement the democratic general reform because of its weak political power and its unpopularity. Currently, the revisionist force occupies the majority of the seats within the National Assembly and it determines all the decisions. It is necessary to change the current National Assembly into a democratic reformist parliament whose majority would be consisted the progressive force and the reformist force which must make all the decisions. On the one hand, it is with part of the anti-fascist movement for the democracy to set up the democratic reformist parliament. Moreover, it is part of the anti-monopoly movement for the democracy, because the current anti-fascist movement for the democracy is part of the anti-monopoly movement for the democracy.  

3 – Democratic general reform
The democratic general reform is a democratic reform, carried out by a middle-class democratic government. Even when the independent democratic government carries out the democratic general reform, it always forms part of the democratic national reform and the anti-monopoly democratic reform. In South Korea, the democratic general reform is a democratic antifascist reform. From 1961 and during 30 years, the South Korean people developed the anti-fascist movement for the democracy so that the democratic antifascist reform takes place finally. The ultimate objective of the anti-fascist movement for the democracy was the withdrawal of the fascistic military government and the installation of a federal democratic government. Although the popular rising of June 1987 tried to reverse the fascistic military government, this policy did not succeed.    
The popular rising of June 1987 was a movement for the democracy antifascist and the revision of the presidential election was one of its results. By democratic reformist general measurements, it was possible to proceed to a referendum in December 1987 and, 5 years later, the withdrawal of the fascistic military government became possible. If a referendum had admitted the federal democratic government, the withdrawal of the fascistic military government as well as the democratic general reform could have taken place. In the same way, if the popular anti-fascist movement for the democracy had led to the installation of a federal democratic government, the conditions would have been favorable to the progressive force. Moreover, this situation would have constituted a special occasions to form the front of the national union.  
The weakness of the pro-American middle-class reformist force in South Korea appeared in the conversion of the force of the Kim Young-Sam government into a pro-American revisionist force, and in alliance between the force of the Kim Dae-jung government and that of the Kim Jong-pil government. For the same reason, the Roh Moo-hyun government was in political crisis following criticisms, which it had received. The democratic general reform could not be completely workable. Moreover, if the reforms were not complete, the pro-American middle-class force will not change a policy.

4 – Anti-monopoly democratic reform 
The anti-monopoly democratic reform is a democratic reform carried out by the independent democratic government. Since the independent democratic government is part of a government of the proletariat, the anti-monopoly democratic reform is one of the proletarian democratic reforms. We call independent democratic government the democratic national government, and thus the anti-monopoly democratic reform the democratic reforms national. We call the anti-monopoly democratic reform the democratic progressive reform or the independent democratic reform, as well as we call the democracy of the independent government the progressive democracy or the independent democracy.
The national democracy (the progressive democracy) is distinct from the anti-feudal democratic reform and the anti-monopoly democratic reform, in accordance with the characteristics of each society, the subordinated feudal society and the monopolized and subordinated society. Thus, it would be correct to determine the democratic reform of the current Korean society, monopolized and subordinated, as an anti-monopoly democratic reform. The anti-monopoly democratic reform is a democratic national reform of the monopolized and subordinated society.

The progressive democracy means the democracy for independence, the democracy and the national union. It is also the independent democracy, the national democracy and the democracy towards the national union. It is obvious that the base of the progressive democracy is the national democracy. The society of the progressive democracy, where the national democracy has carried out, is a society in which the policy and the economy belong to its people while having the sovereign capacity and the principal means of production. To build this society is the objective of the democratic anti-monopoly movement and the democratic anti-monopoly revolution.

5 – Stepwise revolution
We define the stepwise revolution like the continuous achievement of revolutions, from the tactical plan to strategic plan. It indicates the passage of the achievement of the middle-class democratic revolution to the democratic anti-monopoly revolution. The middle-class democratic revolution corresponds to a tactical plan and the democratic anti-monopoly revolution with a strategic plan. The tactical plan takes its direction only if strategic plan has done, as that appears in certain circumstances. The Russian revolution of 1917 is an example of stepwise revolution, from the middle-class democratic revolution to the socialist revolution.

The successive revolution means that one achieves the strategic plan of the revolution and that one passes to the new strategic plan. It is the stepwise revolution, which translates the passage of the anti-feudal democratic revolution to the socialist revolution. Indeed, the anti-feudal democratic revolution corresponds to a strategic plan. The stepwise revolution must solve, in particular, national discrimination, the discrimination of the classes, the differences between the classes and the workers. Since the release of the Japanese occupation, the revolution of the North Korea is a stepwise revolution, because it has carried it out during the passage from the anti-feudal democratic revolution to the socialist revolution.
During the thirty years of the fascistic military regime, the priority objective for the revolution was at first to carry out the middle-class democracy, based on the front of the anti-fascist democracy. Then, it consisted in carrying out strategic plan for the independent democratic government, by rejecting the federal democratic government. Thus, this period was a phase of the stepwise revolution, which went from the middle-class democratic revolution (tactic) until the democratic national revolution (strategy).

As from 1990, the pro-American middle-class reformist force seized the power and it converted the Korean society into a subordinate monopolized society. Since the fascistic military government had already lost the political capacity, the progressive force did not have any more to form the front of the antifascist democracy. The progressive force turned to a strategy of installation of an independent democratic government using the progressive party. Thus, strategic plan for the democratic national revolution (the revolution of the anti-monopoly middle-class democracy) was becoming clear: to the place of the pro-American middle-class reformist government, it aimed to introduce an independent democratic government. It is thus as from this period that the stepwise revolution started.

3 ― progressist and reformist
1 ― the objective
The tactics and the strategy make a coherent system. It is composed of three elements: the objective, the means and execution. According to its characteristics, the objective is composed of the objective to conquer and the objective to attack. According to an order, the objective of first plan is distinct from the objective of second plan. Finally, according to its roles, the priority objective is distinct from the secondary objective. On the other hand, these three categories can apply in a simultaneous way. Because there would be also in the objective to conquer an objective of first plan and an objective of second plan, as well as the priority objective and the secondary objective. The driving force of the movement is identical to the means, and the goal of movement is identical to the objective to attack. In general, we define the line relating to the objective like the political line.

The objective to conquer for the progression of the Korean society is composed of three objectives: the realization of national independence, the installation of the independent democratic government and the realization of the independent peaceful national union. The strategic objective to attack for the progression of the Korean society aims at the United States; the priority objective to attack in the tactics followed after the June 15 Joint Declaration, 2000 aims at the pro-American revisionist force; the secondary objective to attack aims at the pro-American reformist force. During the stepwise revolution, the priority objective to conquer is the federal democratic government and the secondary objective to conquer is the independent democratic government. Since the June 15 Joint Declaration, the priority objective to conquer is to realize the content of this Joint Declaration, i.e., the installation of an organization of the national union, which is a primary level federal system.

The movement is composed of the progressive movement and the reformist movement. The progressive movement is a movement for independence, the democracy and the national union, and the reformist movement a movement for the democratic reform. Thus, the reformist movement is identical to the movement for the democracy. On this subject, the anti-fascist democratic reform (the democratic general reform) and the anti-monopoly democratic reform (the democratic national reform) characterize the democratic reform. On the other hand, the anti-monopoly democratic reform is part of the proletarian democratic reform. It is thus a democratic progressive reform. For this reason, the reformist movement considers itself only as movement for the democratic general reform. In short, the reformist movement is in the broad sense a movement for the democratic reform and, in the narrow sense, a movement for the democratic general reform. We commonly characterize in the narrow sense the reformist movement like a progressive movement. In this case, the reformist movement is however distinct from the progressive movement.
During the stepwise revolution, the installation of the federal democratic government is a tactical objective to conquer of the progressive movement and the strategic objective to conquer of the reformist movement. Nevertheless, during the stepwise revolution, it loses its significance as an objective to conquer of the progressive movement and of the reformist movement. During the stepwise revolution, the realization of the democratic general reform is for the progressive movement a strategic objective to conquer and at the same time the tactical objective. Since the South Korean society became a subordinate monopolized society, the anti-monopoly democratic reform is finally one of the strategic objectives to conquer of the progressive movement. If the installation of the democratic reformist parliament is one of the imperative political conditions to carry out the democratic general reform, it is the strategic objective of the reformist movement and the tactical objective of the progressive movement. The priority objective to conquer of the progressive movement is strategically a priority objective and it consists in the installation of the democratic reformist parliament indicated on a regional level.  

2 – The means
Among the objectives, which determine the tactics and the strategy, the means and the execution, the means is a driving force of the movement. According to its statute and its role, this driving force is distinct from the leading force and the support force. We call the leading force also fundamental force and the support force the reinforcing force. We call it also the military high command or the military command. The leading force and the support force of the revolution change according to the situation and of the conditions of the policy in progress. One calls generally the line relating to the means the guiding line.
The question of the means is that of the force and that of the reinforcement of this force. To find a means to achieve the goal is identical to the question to reinforce the progressive force. The question of reinforcing the progressive force relates to create a front of the national union in South Korea. The national union is by nature the union of the leading force and the support force. The plan of the front of the national union reinforces the leading force as it links them. Through the plan to carry out the front of the national union, the progressive movement can gather its means and its forces for its decisive victory.  
In the broad sense, the progressive force is the revolutionary force; it is thus the driving force. In the narrow sense, the progressive force is the workers’ force; it is the leading force. In the narrow sense, the reformist force is the militant force; it forms the support force. The alliance of the progressive force in the narrow sense and the militants takes place in the front of the national union; it is thus one of the driving forces of the revolution. The revolution of the progressive force has a national scale. Its actualization thus has a national scale. The leading force and the support force at the national level are distinct from the leading force and the support force at the regional level.    
During the stepwise revolution, the preparation of the means to allow a political and social progress developed in two stages, at the regional level and at the national level. At the regional level, the progressive force wanted to join at first the reformist force to carry it on the fascistic force and, using the acquired means at the national level due to its alliance, it then wanted to convert the democratic government of which it helped the installation in an independent democratic government. On the other hand, during the stepwise revolution, the preparation of the means for political and social progress developed in the regions and at the same time at the national level. It is thus the South Korean progressive force and the North-Korean independent force that develop to establish an independent democratic government after they form a democratic national force.  

3 – The execution
The movement is the means of carrying out the system made up of the objective, its means and its execution, which determines the tactics and the strategy. The movement takes the form of the civic movements and the electoral movement. The civic movements have a strategic significance and the electoral movement a tactical significance. The movement can achieve its goal when the civic movements carry out finally its qualitative rise following quantitative accumulation. The determinant moment of the movement is the inevitable consequence of the dialectical development of the civic movements. We name the guiding line relating to the means the line of fight.  

The question of the means is that of the role and that of the distribution of the roles. The question to find a means to achieve the goal thus relate to the reflection on the role of the progressive force. The reflection on the role of the progressive force would be to benefit more from the citizens’ force if the reinforcement of the progressive force results from that of the citizens’ force. The question of consolidating the role of the progressive force thus consists in concluding the civic movements in South Korea because the electoral movement is tactical, dedicated to the civic movements. This is strategic.
The progressive character and the reformist character characterize the civic movements and the electoral movement. As for its objectives, the progressive civic movements are a movement for the independent reunification and the democratic anti-monopoly civic movements. The reformist civic movements are an anti-fascist democratic movement. The electoral progressive movement is an electoral movement so that the progressive force reaches the political power at the same time as it prevents the anti-reformist force from reaching it. Using their means, the progressive civic movements and its electoral movement are movements of the leading force. The reformist civic movements and its electoral movement are of the movements resulting from the support force.  
During the stepwise revolution, the progressive movement developed in an illegal way under the fascistic regime, which prohibited the procedural democracy. However, during the stepwise revolution, the progressive movement developed legally under the reformist regime, which guarantees the procedural democracy. Before, the progressist political party was illegal. Now, the progressist political party has formed legally and it carries on its activity fully. Before, the progressive movement was restricted with the civic movements, whereas currently the progressive movement insert in all the forms of the civic movements and the electoral movement. It is one of the fruits of the tireless fight of the progressive force, which thus widened the progressive movement.  
4 ― progressist and reformist
1 ― the guideline of class and that of the people
The guiding line of the classes is the anti-conservative force. The guiding line of the classes is against the paradoxical relation opposing the progressive force and the conservative force. The progressive force against the conservative force is indeed a guiding line of the classes. The conservative force is composed of the revisionist force and the reformist force. This one divides between the reformist force within the government and the reformist force apart from the government (i.e. militant). The reformist force of government faces out the progressive force. The reformist militant force is for the progressive force a partner in the front of the national union. Because the progressive force is anti-American and in favor of the people whereas the reformist force of the government is pro-American and it is opposed to the people.   

The guiding line of the people is an anti-revisionist front. The objective of the guiding line of the people consists in isolating the objective to attack. The guiding line of the people is resulting from the progressive force and reformist force against the revisionist force. In that, the reformist force is the reformist militant force excluding the reformist force of the government. Once the pro-American revisionist force destroyed, the pro-American reformist force could grow stronger temporarily, but ultimately, it precedes the dissolution of all the pro-American conservative forces. After the June 15 Joint Declaration, the progressive force regards the reformist force of the government as a conciliatory force with the government and it maintains a tactical co-operative relation with that in order to isolate the anti-North-Korean force.

The advantage of the guiding line of the classes is to preserve the characteristic of the progressive force, and that of the guiding line of the people to isolate the revisionist force. However, if the progressive force insists only on the guiding line of the classes, it can make the error to push the militant reformist force towards the government’s reformist force, and thus it can reinforce alliance between the revisionist force and the government’s reformist force. It would be an error of left wing. On the contrary, if the progressive force insists only on the guiding line of the people, it could not succeed in convincing the militant reformist force, who is rather favorable to the government’s reformist force and for this purpose; it would be a puppet of the government’s reformist force. It would be an error of right wing.  
The principle of the progressive force is to keep its characteristic by the guiding line of the classes, to attack the government's reformist force, to isolate the revisionist force by the guiding line of the people (the anti-revisionist front), to regain the reformist militant force. To combine with the guiding line of the people based on that of the classes is thus the strategic principle of the plan for the national union. Consequently, the front of the national union means that the progressive force concludes with the intermediate force (the support force) solidarity based on the workers' union (the leading force). From there, the “union” means the association of the hard-working people and “solidarity” represents the front of the national union between the hard-working people and the intermediate force. This front of the national union is the regional democratic national front.    

To declare itself against the re-elected government and for its arraignment corresponds to a political tendency of left wing, which insists only on the guiding line of the classes, whereas to declare itself for the re-elected government and against its arraignment is a tendency politically of right wing. It is necessary to isolate to the maximum the pro-American revisionist force. Thus, the progressive force proposes the guiding line of the classes in its anti-conservative slogans like “No! The corrupted policy.” “Yes! The progressive policy.” In the same way, it is necessary to propose the anti-revisionist slogans like “Yes! The dissolution of the revisionist National Assembly.”, “Yes! The dissolution of the revisionist party.”    

The fundamental slogan of the guiding line of the classes is against the corrupted policy and the slogan in practice is to be opposed to the conservative policy. The highest-level slogan is the realization of the progressive policy. The basic slogan of the guiding line of the people is the cancellation of the charge against the government and the motto in practice relates to the dissolution of the National Assembly. The top-level slogan is the dissolution of the revisionist party. The slogan of the guiding line of the classes represents the strategic need for the progressive movement. The slogan of the guiding line of the people represents the tactical need for the progressive movement. It is necessary for the progressive force to use the tactical slogans based on strategic slogans and to develop the fundamental slogan towards those, which must be justifiable on a higher level.

2 ― the pro-American reformist force and the pro-American revisionist force
The pro-American reformist force is one of the two great pro-American conservative forces. In fact, the United-States divide the pro-American conservative force into two forces, the pro-American reformist force and the pro-American revisionist force. The United States gives the Korean people, using the pro-American reformist force, an illusion of the reform and it imposes using the pro-American revisionist force its political, economic and military requests. Then, this distinction enables them to have dominant positions within the Cheongwadae (Blue House) and the National Assembly, which they make supervise mutually. The United States observes attentively if the pro-American reformist force converts with the anti-American reformist force.

The conciliatory force with the government is one of the two forces against the reunification. At the time of the June 15 Joint Declaration, the North Korea linked the pro-reunification force and divided the force against the reunification into two forces: the conciliatory with the government and the anti-North-Korean force. The North-Korean socialist government and the South Korean middle-class reformist government formed a tactical common front starting from the June 15 Joint Declaration. The tactical common front is for the United States a very dangerous co-operation, although it is only one minimal and fragile stage for the front of the national union. Indeed, it can possibly reinforce in Korea the guiding line of the front of the national union and its policy.
The conciliatory with the government is in a tactical co-operative relationship even if the relationship between the progressive force and the pro-American reformist force is contradictory. After the front of the national union has developed at the higher level, the tactical objective to attack of the progressive force became the pro-American revisionist force. The progressive force forms with the conciliatory with the government a tactical cooperative relation. Then, it obtains the advantage of attaching the reformist militant force to its camp after having isolated the pro-American revisionist force. The federal government, which is with the lowest form of the national union, can develop itself a higher level if the progressive force and the reformist militant force form a front of national union, and so then, they set up together an independent democratic government.
If the front of national union develops a higher level, the organization of the national union will set up. Then, a low-level federal system will set up. If the organization of the national union has carried out, the reconciling co-operation of the South Korean government will be workable, while national independence and the national union will grow in strength. On the other hand, it is necessary for the United States to find a means of controlling the reformist reconciling government because it can pass constantly from the pro-American government to the anti-American government. Thus, the United States proposed a revision of the presidential system to decrease the decisional capacity of the president.

3 – The electoral strategy and electoral tactics
In South Korea, the ultimate strategy of the progressive force is to reinforce at the same time the progressive force and its role. This means that it is necessary to harden the progressive political party and to consolidate the progressive force within the progressive political party, while going as far as possible in the reflection for alliance with the reformist force. The progressive political party has a leading role and the alliance between the progressive force and the reformist force is the political base to carry out the independent democratic government. The strategy like that is named strategy of the regional democratic national front.   

Since the strategy of the democratic national front is a strategic principle of the progressive movement, it includes the two forms of the movement in South Korea, the civic movements and the electoral movement. While being based on the strategy of the democratic national front, the civic movements and the electoral movement progress more and more. The democratic national front is the principal force, which accelerates the decisive fight of the people at the national level, of which it is the supreme form being the civic movements. The progressive political party belongs to the regional democratic national front. This one regards the progressive political party as a leading organization of the movement. It is thus the principal force of the electoral movement. The principal strategy of the electoral movement is to consolidate the progressive political party and to form the democratic national front.   
In order to implement the principal strategy of the electoral movement, which reinforces the progressive political party and the democratic national front, all the electoral tactics are permissible. Since the elections are numerous and varied, like the presidential election, the regional elections and the general election, there are as many tactics as of polls. However, one of them, the tactics for the one candidate in order to defeat a candidate, is common among the electoral tactics. The tactics for the one candidate are to bring together candidates for only one progressist candidate resulting from the progressive organizations. The tactics to defeat a candidate are to defeat a candidate of the pro-American revisionist force whose tactical objective is to attack the progressive force. The electoral tactics for the vote on two levels, the bottom grade and the top level, was employed at the presidential election of 2002. The dissolution of the National Assembly and the tactics for the election of the candidates at the first election are also both a form of electoral tactic.
4 – The progressive objective and the reformist objective
The progressive objective is an objective to guarantee the progress of the Korean society and the reformist objective is an objective to carry out the reform of the Korean society. Progress for the Korean society consists in independence, the democracy and the national union, in a word the anti-monopoly democratic reform. The reform of the Korean society indicates the democratic general reform. Only the independent democratic government carries out the anti-monopoly democratic reform, whereas the pro-American middle-class reformist government can carry out the democratic general reform. Thus, regarding the electoral movement, the progressive objective is to save the progressist candidate and the reformist objective is to eliminate the anti-reformist candidate.
The strategic objective relates to the progress to obtain and the tactical objective relates to the reform. In South Korea, progress results from a strategy and the reform corresponds to a tactic. The reform which does not aim to progress is only the objective to realize a better system. The democratic general reform in the narrow sense is a tactical work in order to carry out the anti-monopoly democratic reform, which is the result of strategic work. The current objective does not aim any more the anti-fascist democratic reform, but the anti-monopoly democratic reform. It does not aim either the strategy of the anti-fascist democratic front, but strategy of the democratic national front. On the other hand, the work of the democratic general reform is still necessary because military fascism did not yet completely disappear.
The subjective objective relates to the reinforcement of the subjective force of the progressive revolution and the objective, which we can describe as objective relates to the weakening of the object aimed by the progressive revolution movement. That means the “subjective” objective is to reinforce the progressive political party and to gather the progressive force, while the “objective” objective is to create the objective conditions relating to the reinforcement of the progressive force. The “subjective” objective and the “objective” objective bind very closely. Nevertheless, the subjective objective is decisive in this relation.
At the time of the presidential election of 2002, the victory of the candidate of the progressive political party was the progressive, strategic and subjective objective and the defeat of the candidate of the revisionist party was the reformist, tactic and "objective" objective. In order to achieve these two goals, the progressive force employed the tactics in favor of the one candidate and that of the movement to defeat the other candidates. For the election time, the progressive force applied these two tactics well. Thus, the progressist candidate obtained a good result and the candidate of the revisionist party was demolishes. However, the majority of the democratic national force within the progressive force made an error of left wing while having continued only the first tactics whereas the majority attached to national liberation made an error of right wing while having continued only the second tactics. This error has repeated, as at the time of the election of the deputies in 2004.  
At the time of the elections of 2004, the progress of the progressive political party is also for the progressive force the progressive, strategic and subjective objective and the defeat of the revisionist party is for the progressive force the reformist, tactic and "objective" objective. The progress of the progressive political party is to obtain at least five places in the National Assembly and to demolish the revisionist party so that it fails to obtain the majority in the National Assembly. The fact that the revisionist party fails being in a majority in the National Assembly means that the progressive force and the reformist force will succeed in having a majority in the National Assembly. This means that the democratic reformist parliament should be finally created. After its creation, the progressive force should be able to go further.

5 – The active tactics active and passive tactics
The active tactics and the passive tactics are the two forms of the electoral tactic. The active tactics, alias the positive tactics, are a tactic to support and to make elect an electoral candidate and the passive tactics, alias the negative tactics, are a tactic to defeat another candidate in the elections. Tactical word the “positive” comes to the fact that one supports or makes elect a candidate positively, and tactical word the “negative” means the defeat or the rejection of candidate negatively. These two tactics bind closely into dialectical.  

In South Korea, the progressive force serves the active tactics in an electoral movement for the progressist candidate and it serves the passive tactics against the revisionist candidate. The progressive force distinguishes the real reformist candidate from the pseudo-reformist candidate and it applies the active tactics in the first case and the negative tactics in the second case. At the time of the presidential election of 2002, the candidate of the progressive political party and for the progressive force, the reformist force supported or elected the one candidate whereas the candidate of the revisionist party was to be defeated. If the candidate of the progressive political party could be elected, the progressive political party would have use the active tactics for its candidate.   
An obvious difference between the election of the deputies (in 2004) and the presidential election (in 2002) is in their procedures. The election of the deputies includes two polls, one for the local elected representatives and the other for the elected representatives in a way proportional. For the election of the deputies, each citizen has two votes whereas it has right only to one vote for the presidential election. In the same way, in certain local elections, the progressive political party and the reformist party do not have a candidate whereas, in other elections, they introduce several candidates. In this case, the active tactics and the passive tactics cannot apply in a unit way. They should be applied according to the particular conditions.       

The progressive force must use for at the same time the active tactics to make elect the progressist candidate and the passive tactics to win the revisionist candidate, whereas the reformist force must use for at the same time the passive tactics to overcome the revisionist candidate and the active tactics to make elect the progressist candidate or the reformist candidate. The progressist force must serve the passive tactics based on the active tactic whereas the reformist force must serve the active tactics based on the passive tactic. The progressive force develops the progressive electoral movement to elect the progressist candidate at the same time as it develops with reformism (militant) the reformist electoral movement to defeat the revisionist candidate.
The government in question is by nature the government of the electoral movement whereas the government of the revision of the Constitution is by nature the government of the movement of the people. The progressive force is defensive when the reformist force leads the government to which the progressists are opposite whereas the progressive force is offensive when the progressive force carried out in 2004 the revision of the Constitution against the government. It is an error of the progressive forces to hesitate over the government in question while it keeps silence on the revision of the Constitution. It is necessary that the progressive force keeps its independence by the anti-conservative front and that it ensures its role in the anti-revisionist front with the militant reformist force. It is there the strategy of the progressive force for the victory of the election of the deputies and the ultimate strategy of the progressists to gain power.
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
